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A Comparative Study on Discourse Interruption from

the Perspective of Intersexual Power

The idea that “Discourse is power” combined the language research with social factors meanwhile it widened the research
area of critical discourse analysis which made the relation between power and discourse a topic of great interest. Approaching
from the comparative frame of intersexual power this paper built a corpus based upon a Chinese and an American TV plays and
the analysis is made in terms of three interruption factors: numbers of interruption positions of interruption and reactions to inter—
ruption which is an attempt to dissect the role of discourse interruption in indexing power.
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
