The article provides a detailed description on the de-
sign ideas and principles of motivating phase from three aspects:authenticity of commu-
nication,cognitive challenge and appropriate productive objectives and specifies the im-
plementation of motivating phase. The practice of adaptation also proves that POA theo-
ry is applicable to the adaptation of textbooks of less commonly taught languages, which
may solve the problems of unclear productive objectives,lack of motivating phase in the
original textbooks,and “separation of learning and using”.

In practical teaching guided by the production-oriented approach (POA),how to de-
sign the enabling phase to achieve successful language production has been a great chal-
lenge. With the aim to addressing the problem of “separation of learning and using”, the
author explores the possibility of application of POA in teaching beginning German lan-
guage majors and demonstrates how to design effective enabling activities by adapting
teaching materials taken from a language skilled-oriented textbook in use. Based on the
author’s adaptation practice, this article provides a detailed description of the designing
process with illustrative examples in terms of grammar point and text exercise design and
gives reflective suggestions on the teaching design of POA enabling phase for compiling
the German textbooks.

Analysis of Suicidal Tendencies in Microblog Discourse ;: The Case of “Zoufan”,p. 43. GAO Yi-
hong & MENG Ling
This case study attempted to identify discourse features regarding suicidal tendencies

of the depressed. The data analyzed were about 1,000 posts written by Chinese college
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student “Zoufan” on her two microblog accounts, three months before her suicide. Ana-
lytical framework included Kupferberg’s (2012) realis and irrealis worlds,and DSM diag-
nostic standards for depression disorder (2013). It was found that “Zoufan” had repeat-
edly expressed her depression, suicidal tendencies, and ambivalent desires for life and
death. Common discourse features included 1) the overlapping between the realis and ir-
realis worlds, 2) decontextualized and fragmented expressions; 3) content in agreement
with diagnostic features of the depression disorder;4) frequent use of metaphors and ima-
ges of death. In addition,differences are found between the more public account and the
more private one. For example, the expression of suicidal tendencies is more obscure in
the public oneand more direct in the private one. The study has implications for discourse
research related to crisis identification and the practice of crisis intervention.

A Study on Interruption in Doctor-patient-companion Communication,p. 56. YANG Zi & LI
Yang

A quantitative study was made on the frequency and type distribution of interruption
made respectively by the three parties in an accompanied medical consultation in China.
The classification of interruption into cooperative ones and intrusive ones is further de-
veloped in this study. It is found that 1) interruption made by the doctor takes the highest
proportion, with no significant difference between the interruption to the patient’s turns
and that to the companion’s,and the top three interruption types employed are floor-tak-
ing,topic-change and clarification;2) the companion’s interruption frequency is slightly
higher than the patient’s,and they both interrupt the doctor significantly more than they
interrupt each other. They impose intrusive interruption mostly on the doctor while the
most [requently employed type on each other is cooperative interruption, esp. assistance.
The study shows that,the doctor is the favored party in the power relation in the accom-
panied medical consultation in China,and he mainly interrupts for the purpose of manag-
ing the topics,proceedings and the length of the conversation. The patient and the com-
panion have similar conversation agendas and both interrupt mainly to negotiate with the
doctor to adjust conversation proceedings or to assist each other in presenting ideas clear-
ly to the doctor. When negotiating with the doctor,the companion is more aggressive than
the patient.
